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These are just a few thank you comments we have received over the past 4 years. Senior Resource Services is a non-profit
501(c)(3) organization that has a Volunteer Driving Program, Time-Out Respite Program, Safety for Seniors and recently
the Person-2-Person Senior/Caregiver Connection Program. All these programs are designed to allow our Seniors in Weld
County to remain in their homes as long as possible.

We are very proud that we have not denied any senior request because of lack of volunteers. Our volunteers last year
provided over 3,014 hours of time with our Seniors. Currently our 148 compassionate volunteers serve 270 senior clients
with a staff of 6 part-time individuals. My goal in life is to see an unmet senior need and find a timely solution. This past
year we created a Senior’s Yellow Pages that contains relevant phone numbers for Seniors in an easy-to-read format. In
February we began our Soup In A Sack program that delivered pantry items donated by local organizations to our low-
income Seniors. Many Seniors income is $700 a month and out of that amount pay rent and buy medications; that doesn’t
leave much money left for food. Also, this year we provided medication reminders to the Seniors who have difficulty
taking their pills at the right time. All of these programs were new this year, just listening to our Seniors needs. And like
all of our programs these are provided free of charge for Seniors living in Weld County.

Non-profits are struggling because of our economy so we are asking for your financial assistance so we may continue to
provide our Weld County Seniors with a high quality of life and sociability. Rest assured all of your donation will remain
in Weld County. Senior Resource Services has built a reputation for excellent services, frugal stewardship and scrupulous
honesty.
